Show Hours: Check-in time will be Saturday, August 7, 2019 from 8:30 a.m. to 9:30 a.m. Judging be-

gins promptly at 10:00 a.m Saturday and 9:00 a.m. Sunday. Advertised show hours are 10:00 a.m. to 

5:00 p.m.  

Show Hall: Liberty Station Conference Center, 2600 Laning Rd., San Diego CA 92106. The show hall 

is climate controlled. It has ample parking. Smoking is not permitted in the Show Hall. If you have small 

children, please control them. Show Hall and facilities are handicapped accessible. Grand par-ties are 

allowed. .  

Directions to Show Hall: From the North: Take the I-8 E exit, EXIT 20, toward EL CENTRO / SOUTH 

ROSECRANS ST. Merge onto CA-209 S toward ROSECRANS ST. go 2.4 mi Turn LEFT onto LANING 

RD. go 0.4 mi 2600 LANING RD is on the LEFT  

From the South: Take the I-5 North. Take the HAWTHORN STREET exit, EXIT 17, toward SAN DIE-

GO AIRPORT. go 0.3 mi Take the HAWTHORN ST ramp. go 0.1 mi Turn SLIGHT LEFT onto W HAW-

THORN ST. go 0.4 mi Turn RIGHT onto N HARBOR DR. go 2.7 mi Turn RIGHT onto LANING Dr. go 

0.1 mi 2600 LANING RD is on the RIGHT.  

Entry Info: Entries for Championship, Premiership, AOV, Provisional, and Miscellaneous classes must 

have the registration number on the entry blank and printed in the catalog. Kittens must be 4 months of 

age or older on the opening day of the show. Entry clerk will phone collect to clarify entries where 

neces-sary. Fees must accompany entries and no fees will be refunded due to failure to bench.  

Health: This is a non-vetted show. It is strongly recommended that all entries be inoculated for protec-

tion against Feline Enteritis, Rhinotracheitis, Calici viruses, and tested and found negative for FeLV. All 

entries must be free of fungus and parasites. All entries must have claws clipped. Declawed cats are 

not eligible for entry.  

Cages: Cage size is 36" wide, 24" deep, and 27" high. One cat or two kittens may be benched per 

cage. Note, if your security cage is longer than 36” you will need to request and purchase additional 

space(s) with your entry.  

Amenities: Litter will be provided. Bring your own litter trays, food and dishes.  

Awards: Rosettes will be awarded in accordance with CFA Show Rules. All Championship, Premier-

ship, and registered Kitten entries will be scored for CFA National and Regional points. For a copy of 

the current CFA Show Rules, send $5.00 to the Cat Fanciers' Association, P.O. Box 1005, Manasquan, 

NJ 08736-1005. The club reserves the right to add judges not named to judge non-championship and 

Household Pet classes.  

Household Pet Info: Household Pets must be 4 months of age or older on the opening day of the 

show, and if 8 months of age or older must be spayed or neutered. All nails must be clipped and cats 

should be bathed. Declawed cats are not eligible for entry. Contact the Show Manager if this is your 

first show or if you have any questions.
